INTRODUCTION

A project that began with organizing one French-language forum in 1997 has grown into a
national not-for-profit organization that promotes learning French and appreciating
francophone culture to high school students across the country. In 2009, French for the
Future organized Local Forums in 14 cities, allowing thousands of immersion, core, and
French first language students to create a connection with French. The 2010 National
Ambassador Youth Forum prepared 30 young leaders to promote French among their peers
and in their communities. Our 2010 National Essay Contest offered over $200,000 in
scholarships to the winners thanks to our partnerships with three Canadian universities.

French for the Future is committed to expanding its programs and services so that even more
students make an important connection between their French studies and their futures. In
order to reach the goal of connecting with 25,000 students per year within five years, we will
partner with additional organizations for program and financial support and will strengthen
and expand our national network of volunteers. This plan will result in more students across
Canada realizing the real-life value and importance of their French studies and recognizing
how to reap the numerous lifelong benefits of learning French.
